The
palate entry is tart, nicely acidic, and
intensely berry-like; at midpalate, the
flavor profile becomes more layered,
offering clean, tart to semisweet notes
of blackberry, black cherry, and red
plum. Excellent, sleek, and elegant fin-
ish. Easily one of the top 2000 LBVs.
Superb winemaking job here.
